How does God want me to walk with Him?

1. Agree with God that you have disobeyed Him.

“For the wages of sin is death . . .” (Romans 6:23-N1V)

3. Agree with God that sin is wrong and turn from it.
In God’s Word this turning from sin is call, “repentance.”

(Luke 13:5)

4. Agree with God that Jesus’ death, burial and resurrection are the only remedy for
our sin.
